Foothills RETAC PPCR Guidelines

The goal of the PPCR is the collection of information that may impact patient care during initial evaluation and stabilization at the receiving facilities.
1. None of the data points within the document should be taken out. Each agency is free to ADD any information they want or need. They are also free to replace the Foothills RETAC name with their Agency name. The form is not protected by the FRETAC.

2. The Foothills RETAC does not require our agencies to use this form, we offer it, and encourage its use as a tool to be used in the best interest of our patients in the continuum of care.

3. The PPCR is NOT to take the place of the full PCR. It is a tool to be used if an EMS agency is not able to leave a written PCR when they bring in a patient.

4. If an EMS agency has a short form that contains all of these data points, the Foothills RETAC PPCR form is not needed.

5. The completed PPCR should be copied by the EMS agency at the ED so that the information contained on the form is consistent with their full PCR. 

6. The Foothills RETAC will reassess this project to determine if “No Carbon Required” (NCR) forms will be printed so the forms will not need to be copied. We may see the need to make slight changes after using the form for a while first. We encourage comment on the form during this evaluation period.

7. The PPCR should take approximately 3 minutes to complete. It should be filled out, copied, and left at the receiving facility BEFORE the agency leaves.

8. The blank PPCR forms can be kept at receiving facilities and in ambulances.

9. The PPCR form can be copied electronically, or contact the Foothills RETAC for tablets of 50 each.
